Card holders should go to the Why Leave Town website, the address is on the back of the
card, use the card number and card pin to check the card’s balance and to check the correct
expiry date.

“We have over 90 businesses signed up so there’s plenty of choice when it comes to what to
spend the money on,” Cr Kidd said.

“If you’re keen on getting the friends and relatives a gift card for Christmas then you can grab
a card from any one of the ten load up stores, but they can spend the card money at any of
the 90 participating businesses.
