4 Native vegetation

4.1 Plant community types (PCTs) within the project site

The NSW Government State Vegetation Map 4778 maps plant community types in the
Orange IBRA subregion. This map showed the area within 1500 metres of the project site as
either PCT1101 Ribbon Gum - Snow Gum grassy open forest on flats and undulating hills of
the eastern tableland, South Eastern Highlands Bioregion or Not Native Vegetation.

Site inspection in conjunction with data collected in the BAM vegetation plots was used to
inform the determination of the plant community type. The NSW Government Plant
Community Type spreadsheet was used to filter PCTs. The following points describe the
decision process:

PCT Spreadsheet — no filters — 1536 entries
Filtered by IBRA Bioregion - South Eastern Highlands — 256 entries
Filtered by Upper Stratum Species Eucalyptus viminalis — 22 entries
Filtered by Mid Stratum Species Acacia dealbata — 13 entries
Filtered by IBRA Subregion — Orange — 4 entries (PCTs 85, 732, 1110 and 1191)
Consider Vegetation Description:
o PCT 85— Ruled out — This PCT requires a forest or woodland of River Oak
(Casuarina cunninghamiana) — Not consistent
o PCT732 — Ruled out — This PCT occurs on undulating granite tablelands of
the upper Coxs and Abercrombie River valleys — Not consistent
o PCT1110 — Ruled out — This is PCT is a tall tussock grassland — Not
consistent
o PCT1191 — Ruled out — This PCT occurs on broad valley flats— Not consistent
e Return to the PCT mapped on the State Vegetation Map. PCT1101 — Present in list
of 13 before filtering by Orange subregion.
e Consider Vegetation Description:
o PCT1101 is consistent with the project site as it is position on volcanic soils
derived from Mount Canobolas.
Open eucalypt forest with sparse shrubs and dense grassy groundcover;
Landscape Position: Occurs on flat to gently undulating terrain from 600 -
1150m ASL largely on granite or acid volcanic soils.

One PCT was recorded in the project site and was determined to be PCT1101 Ribbon Gum
- Snow Gum grassy open forest on flats and undulating hills of the eastern tableland, South
Eastern Highlands Bioregion (Figure 4-1 and Table 4-1).

PCT1101 on this site represents a threatened ecological community as listed as an
endangered ecological community under the Biodiversity Conservation Act 2016:

e Tablelands Snow Gum, Black Sallee, Candlebark and Ribbon Gum Grassy
Woodland in the South Eastern Highlands, Sydney Basin, South East Corner and
NSW South Western Slopes Bioregions (Part) wholly subset of;

e Tableland Basalt Forest in the Sydney Basin and South Eastern Highlands
